About the Warsaw University of Life Sciences - Szkoła Główna Gospodarstwa Wiejskiego (WULS-SGGW) Faculty of Veterinary Medicine in Warsaw

Located in the capital city of Poland, the Warsaw University of Life Sciences (WULS-SGGW, formerly Warsaw Agricultural University) is the oldest agricultural academic school in Poland, its history dates back to 1816. At present, the university consists of 12 faculties, 6 interfaculty units and 2 MBA programs; there are about 25,000 students enrolled. Students can choose between 27 major disciplines and 60 areas of specialization. From September 2007, WULS-SGGW belongs to the network of the EUROLEAGUE of the leading Universities of Life Sciences (Swedish Agricultural University- SLU; Copenhagen University; BOKU-University of Life Sciences in Vienna; Wageningen University; Hohenheim University; Prague Agricultural University).

The new campus of Warsaw University of Life Sciences is located in Ursynów. The Palace of Julian Ursyn Niemcewicz is the main building of the offices of the University authorities. The campus is made up of 47 buildings (total usable space of 200,000 m2), student dormitories (3800 beds), facilities such as Sport Centre (sport halls, swimming pool), SGGW Hotel, the Main Library as well as the building with the conference hall, better known as the Crystal Auditorium, where most celebrated academic events take place. The Faculty of Veterinary Medicine was established in 1927 and has since then provided education, research and development, veterinary services and many other activities. The Faculty of Veterinary Medicine is the leading veterinary faculty in Poland with the novel large and small animal clinics and modern well-equipped laboratories in basic and clinical veterinary sciences. There are approx. 120 members of academic/teaching staff. Each year a total of 200 students are accepted at the Faculty, (while 1100 enrol). Research and teaching are perfectly balanced. All academic staff members spent their post-docs in high-rank veterinary, animal science or biotechnology universities/research institutions in North America, Asia and Europe. The research novelties are promptly transferred to education.

The veterinary teaching program is accredited by the National Accreditation Committee (PAKA). The Faculty of Veterinary Medicine SGGW was the first in Poland to be accredited in 2002 by the European Association of Establishments for Veterinary Education (EAEVE). The Faculty offers several advanced degree programs in veterinary medicine. From the academic year 2007/8 one course in veterinary medicine is offered specifically to international students. The study course takes five and half years (11 semesters). The graduates are awarded the EU scheduled qualification [Dyplom lekarza weterynarii / Diploma of Veterinary Surgeon]. According to EU regulations it enables to practice legally in the European Community member countries. For postgraduate students the Faculty offers 3-4 year PhD courses in basic and clinical sciences. The PhD courses function successfully since 1992. Every year over 10 postgraduates are enrolled. SGGW Degree Programme

SGGW offers a five & half-year (11 semesters) programme for secondary school graduates of studies leading to a Veterinary Surgeon degree (pol: Lekarz Weterynarii, lek. wet., am.: Doctor of Veterinary Medicine, D.V.M.).

This program is taught exclusively in English, and leads to a Veterinary Surgeon (VS) degree. From start to finish, SGGW gives graduates the necessary experience to enter the veterinary profession with confidence.

Five & half-Year (VS) Degree Programme

The five & half-year VS degree program at SGGW consists of 75 total obligatory courses and electives held in Warsaw, Poland, over five & half academic years. The VS diploma is received after successfully passing all exams. Each academic year is divided into two semesters with a substantial winter and summer break. The program is rigorous, with students taking roughly 860h classes (60 ECTS) per year. A brief overview is as follows:

[image: image3.jpg]Year I

Students develop a basic understanding of the Life Sciences underpinning veterinary medicine and become familiar with veterinary and medical terms. The animal anatomy, histology and embryology courses give the chance to get the profound knowledge on the composition of the animal’s body.

Semester 1 (405 h, ECTS 30):

Obligatory subjects: animal anatomy, histology and embryology, cell biology, biology, informative technology, biophysics, Latin, chemistry, sport activities.

Facultative (optional) subjects: Subjects for choice from several options in Polish language, social sciences, and cell physiology.

Semester 2 (405 h, ECTS 30):

Obligatory subjects: animal anatomy, histology and embryology, biochemistry, general and veterinary genetics, environment protection, biostatistics and documentation methods, history of veterinary and deontology, agronomy, sport activities.

Facultative (optional) subjects. 

Year II

Students delve more deeply into the Life Sciences, particularly anatomy, physiology and veterinary immunology. Students start studying microbiology and learn about animal breeding and nutrition. The introduction to animal well-being and etiology helps to understand future clinical courses. 

Semester 3 (450 h, ECTS 30):

Obligatory subjects: biochemistry, animal physiology, breeding and animals farming, technology in animal production, etiology, well-being and protection of animals, veterinary economy, Polish language, microbiology.

Facultative (optional)  subjects in comparative anatomy.

Semester 4 (420 h, ECTS 30):

Obligatory subjects: animal physiology, microbiology, animal nutrition and food science, veterinary epidemiology, Polish language, immunology, topography anatomy.

Facultative (optional) subjects in animal physiology (e.g., physiology of the neonate, digestive physiology).

Year III

Students leave the basic courses and enter the preclinical courses. Students are exposed to imaging diagnostics, and focus on clinical diagnostics and public health protection.

Semester 5 (420 h):

Obligatory subjects: pathophysiology, pharmacology, pharmacy, parasitology, pathomorphology, Polish language, clinical and laboratory diagnostics.

Facultative (optional) subjects in veterinary bacteriology, mycology and virology.

Semester 6 (435 h):

Obligatory subjects: pharmacology, pathomorphology, general surgery and anaesthesiology, pictorial diagnostics, public health protection in the conditions of threats, Polish language, parasitology.

Facultative (optional)  subjects in veterinary immunology, parasitology, pathophysiology, dietetics, and veterinary administration.

Year IV

Students continue working in the field, honing their skills and learning new ones as they work on a variety of animals, from fish to ruminants and swine.

Semester 7 (420 h):

Obligatory subjects: farm animal diseases, hygiene of slaughter animals, hygiene of animal feeds, judicial veterinary medicine, fish diseases. Facultative (optional) subjects  in veterinary pharmacology and hygiene of hunted animals.

Semester 8 (420 h):

Obligatory subjects: horse diseases, hygiene of animal products, hygiene of milk, zoonoses, toxicology, andrology and insemination. Facultative (optional) subjects in laboratory analyses of meat.

Year V

Contagious and internal diseases, and surgery techniques become a main focus in the fifth year of studies, as students investigate various animal diseases as well as learn animal obstetrics and gynaecology. Important parts of education are stages in the faculty clinics and cooperating farms.

Semester 9 (405 h):

Obligatory subjects: dog and cat diseases, dietetics, bird diseases, administration and veterinary legislation, fur animal diseases.

Facultative (optional)  subjects in toxicology and laboratory diagnostics.

Semester 10 (455 h):

Obligatory subjects: bee diseases, veterinary prevention, placement – bird diseases, placement – farm animal diseases, placement – dog and cat diseases, placement – horse diseases.

Facultative (optional) subjects in food, pharmaceutical and veterinary EU legislation, dietetics, veterinary obstetrics, pathomorphology, clinical endocrinology, veterinary dermatology, veterinary oncology, veterinary ophthalmology, veterinary cardiology.

Year VI

The final semester brings several stages in the faculty clinics and farms and more specialist topics on the subjects of choice.

Semester 11 (450 h):

Obligatory subjects: placement - dog and cat diseases, placement - horse diseases, placement - farm animal diseases. Facultative (optional) subjects in food policy, exotic and laboratory animal diseases, veterinary clinic management, sheep and goat diseases, biotechnology of reproduction, farm animal health management, poultry and pigeon diseases, veterinary stomatology, dog and cat surgery, dog and cat anaesthesiology and intensive therapy, dog and cat orthopaedics, horse anaesthesiology and intensive therapy.

Entry Requirements for the five and a half year program at SGGW: 
· Complete high-school diploma.
· Entrance exam (see details below).
In most cases applicants with a BSc in the Life Sciences will be exempt from the entrance exam.

Application Review

Notification of application Status

Applicants who receive acceptance letters may notice that their acceptance into SGGW is provisional. This means that admission into SGGW is dependent upon one or several factors, such as graduating from secondary school or passing the entrance exam in Biology and Chemistry. Some applicants who receive a provisional acceptance letter will be asked to register for the Premedical Preparation Course (see details below).

Entrance Exams 

SGGW Entrance Exams are designed to demonstrate a student’s mastery of basic skills in Biology and Chemistry. Such mastery is a prerequisite for success in either SGGW degree programme. 

Students with a BSc degree or university-level course credit in the Life Sciences (including IB or AP Biology and IB or AP Chemistry) may be exempt from the Entrance Exam requirement, depending on each individual case.

The exam is in English and questions are in “multiple choice” and/or “fill-in-the-blank” formats. Answers must be given in English. Condition for taking entrance exam is presenting a high-school certificate. 

Exams are monitored and timed by SGGW representatives; students have approximately 2 hours to complete the exam. Download a list of exam topics covered on the entrance examinations, along with sample questions, by visiting the IMS website: www.medstudy.org. (List of topics required appears at the bottom of this info-pack)

Entrance Exams are held twice a year, throughout Europe and at the university itself. Visit www.medstudy.org or contact info@medstudy.org for an update on venues and times.  

Completed exams will be sent directly to SGGW for evaluation. 

Applicants will be notified by email six weeks after the date of the exam.  Applicants who fail the May exam can re-register for the August exam, or better yet, register for the Premedical Preparation Course.  

Premedical Preparation Course 
The Premedical Preparatory Course is designed to help students master the basic concepts in the Life Sciences (Biology, Chemistry) so that they are prepared for the rigors of the SGGW degree programme. 

The Prep Course, held in the United Kingdom, Ireland, Warsaw and Israel is taught by experts in their fields and thoroughly readies students for the challenging time ahead. In fact, students who take the Prep Course, typically do better socially and academically than those who do not. Even students who have passed the Entrance Exams-or those who are exempt from the Entrance Exam requirement- benefit from the Prep Course.

There are two, six-week Premedical Preparation Courses offered. Each consists of two separate units of study: Biology and Chemistry. All classes are taught in English. Students can expect five to six hours of classroom study per day, Monday through Friday. 

Each subject, Chemistry and Biology is followed by a written exam, given in English. The Biology and Chemistry Prep Course Exams fulfil the SGGW Entrance Exam requirement; students who pass are guaranteed admission, space allowing, into the SGGW degree program. 

Premedical Preparation Course Dates & Registration Deadlines

The preparation course is held on two occasions, depending on the country, usually around April and July. Registration deadline is approx. a month before.

Final Registration to University After Being Accepted  

After passing the Entrance Exam and being accepted to the university, the final registration has to be made in order to complete the application process. This procedure involves sending required documents, and payment of Registration Fee.

*Once you have passed the Entrance Exam and are accepted, the university accepts students on a first-come first-serve basis. Number of places is limited and therefore it is best to secure your place sooner than later. 
Visa Requirements  (NON-EU residents only)

International students (outside the EU) who wish to study in Poland need a temporary stay visa. In many cases, the application must be submitted to the Embassy or Consulate of Poland in the student's home country; check with your local Polish Embassy or Consulate before you leave home! It is also necessary for all students to register at the foreign police department in Warsaw after arrival in Poland to obtain a temporary residence permit.

· EU-Residents do not need a visa or temporary residence permit.

Health Insurance

International students must prove health insurance coverage within the Polish Republic in order to obtain a temporary residency permit and be admitted to SGGW. Medical insurance is mandatory; without this, entry may be refused.
· EU-Residents should obtain a general health insurance policy for students studying abroad.

Applicants from the European Union (EU), European Economic Area (EEA) and Switzerland: Free or reduced-cost necessary treatment is available on production of a valid European Health Insurance Card (EHIC). The EHIC gives access to state-provided medical treatment only and the scheme gives no entitlement to medical repatriation costs, nor does it cover ongoing illnesses of a non-urgent nature. Note that the EHIC replaces the Form E111, which is no longer valid.

Other nationalities: Medical insurance is mandatory; without this, entry may be refused. IMS will help students find basic health insurance, either in their home country or in Poland. More information can be obtained from the Polish Mission in your country. 
Medical care.
Please always check the current information about regulations of medical care in Poland in the Polish Embassy/Consulate in your country or on web page of Polish Ministry for Foreign Affairs:

We recommend the medical support through well-developed private clinics. You should ensure that your insurance covers invoices from private clinics abroad. 

Insurance

Health insurance, personal accident coverage and liability insurance are required for the whole period of study in Poland. Proof of the insurance is necessary for registration at SGGW. 

Tuition & Fees
Tuition is calculated per academic year and covers the cost of education only. Students are required to pay a one-time registration fee to secure their place at SGGW. IMS accepts registration fees until September 1, 2010. Since the university operates on a first-come, first-served basis, however, preference is given to students who register early.

Housing
The University provides students with accommodation in the university’s dormitories in double rooms for circa €120 per month (price includes water, heating and electricity). Rooms include a cooker, table, refrigerator and optionally Internet connection. The dormitories are located in the SGGW campus at a distance of 200 to 300 meters from the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine and sport facilities. In the dormitories, there is a central kitchen and dining room where it is possible to prepare a dinner. 

It is also possible to rent an apartment in the city for about €400-€600 per month (excluding electricity, gas, phone, cable TV, Internet) however, it is strongly advised to live in SGGW campus for the first semester.

Leisure
There is a lot of fun in Warsaw!  Movies, Theatre/Opera, Museums, Swimming pool, Tennis, Fitness Centre, Horse riding etc. 

Note: The university campus has its own novel sport facilities including swimming pool, tennis, volleyball, football, basketball, aerobics, fitness centre, sauna. It is only 100m from the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine buildings! Academic horse riding place is 50m from the Faculty Horse Clinic in Wolica (ca. 2km from SGGW campus). During the first year there are 2 hours per week of sport exercises in the education program meaning during this time the facilities are for free. There are also foreign student sport groups.

Any further activities are charged with a reduced price for all SGGW students. There are plenty of roads for bicycles and roller skaters around the SGGW campus.

Travel expenses

Arrival at Warsaw

For all students who wish to have a help upon arrival we will be happy to help through the BUDDY-ESN volunteers students who can meet you at the point of arrival. Please indicate it in your “Housing Application & First Contact Form”.  

By airplane
The Okęcie International Airport (Terminal CHOPIN I and II) is served by its national airlines, LOT Polish Airlines (www.lot.com). Low cost airlines Sky Europe (www.skyeurope.com) and Ryanair (www.ryanair.com) also fly to Warsaw Okęcie (Terminal ETIUDA). Okęcie airport is situated in the city about 8 km far from the SGGW campus. There is limited bus service to the downtown (ca. 15 km), so it is best to take a taxi (corpo) upon arrival. 
By train and bus
Both trains and busses arrive at Warsaw Centralna (Main Station). For long-haul information, see Eurolines for bus (www.eurolines.com) and the Polish National Railway (PKP) for train information (http://rozklad.pkp.pl/bin/query.exe/en ) Once at the station there is a good network of public transport. A one-journey ticket costs 2.40 PLN (€0.66), which you can buy at any small tobacco shop. This ticket is valid for one journey; to change busses, you use another ticket. For combined trips it is advised to buy a daily card or week/month/3months card. The best way to reach the campus is the subway, chose KABATY direction and get off on STOKŁOSY station (ca 20 min). Students with SGGW student card have reduction of charge of the tickets. Upon arrival and registration students will be given the SGGW students card.

What to bring:

Bedding (sheets and blankets) will be provided to every student living in the dorms. 
There is one kitchen on every floor equipped with several electric cookers and a few kettles.
We suggest bringing from home some basic table-ware, cutlery, your favourite mug, and towels

The University has agricultural library on the campus. There is a computer catalogue, 30 PC’s and 6 photocopiers. Socrates students have free access to all computer services including the Internet. The library contains over 300.000 volumes, 700 titles of current periodicals and microfilms in Polish and foreign languages. The Library is closed in August.
